Guidelines for Handbook Time

• Verses are to be recited as they are printed in handbooks, word for word.

• Two helps are allowed per section (Helps can be; words, hints, etc.). This can be adjusted 

to specific learning needs.

• If there is more than one verse per section, they must be said together but can be learned 

separately.

• Scripture references must be learned and recited.

• Clubbers MUST complete all the items listed under the heading “To complete this section:” 

• Bible study or “Search Site” sections are to be completed at home. 

• Unless other arrangements have been made (with the club Director), a maximum of 4 

sections per week will be allowed and sections are to be completed on club night.
